Class time includes a ½ hour weekly music 

session taught by a licensed Kindermusik 

educator. 

We offer a variety of scheduling options for 

3 & 4 year old classes, a.m. or p.m. 

Classes run from September through May 
 

 3 YEAR OLDS 

Must be 3 by Sept. 30 & potty trained.

1
/2 hour classes with an emphasis on 

socialization and school orientation. 
 

 YOUNG THREE’S CLASS  

Must be 3 by Jan. 31 & potty trained 

2 ½ hour class (Jan. through May) with 

emphasis on socialization & school 

orientation. 

 

 4 YEAR OLDS 

Must be 4 by Sept. 30 

2 ½ hour classes with an emphasis on 

readiness for kindergarten. 

 

 5 YEAR OLDS  

Must be 5 by Nov. 30 

4 day, 2 ½ hour class with emphasis on 

kindergarten readiness. Designed for “young 

fives” or those needing additional growth 

experiences. 

 

There is a nonrefundable yearly registration fee of 

$45 per child.
